 Recycling one aluminum can saves enough energy to run a TV for three hours -- or the 
equivalent of a half a gallon of gasoline. 

 

 During the time it takes you to read this sentence, 50,000 12-ounce aluminum cans are made.
 

 An aluminum can that is thrown away today will still be a can 500 years from now! 
 

 Recycling one aluminum can saves enough energy to run a TV for oven an hour. 
 

 A 60-watt light bulb can be run for over a day on the amount of energy saved by recycling 1 
pound of steel. In one year in the United States, the recycling of steel saves enough energy 
to heat and light 15,000,000 homes! 

 

 The average American uses seven trees a year in paper, wood, and other products made from 
trees. This amounts to about 2,000,000,000 trees per year! 

 

 More than 20,000,000 Hershey's Kisses are wrapped each day, using 133 square miles of 
tinfoil. All that foil is recyclable, but not many people realize it. 

 

 Recycling a single run of the Sunday Baltimore Sun would save about 30,000 trees. 
 

 The highest point in Ohio is “Mount Rumpke”, which is actually a mountain of trash at 
the Rumpke sanitary landfill! 

 

 The U.S. is the #1 trash-producing country in the world at 1,609 pounds per person per year. 
This means that 5% of the world's people generate 40% of the world's waste.
