Incident Summary:
Towson University Police are investigating the below incident:

On Monday November 8, 2010 at 10:50 AM, a male suspect (described below) robbed a non-affiliate of the University
between Parking Lot #11 and the University Union Garage.

Second Arrest Made in Towson University Robbery

On April 13, 2010 the Towson University Police, assisted by the Baltimore County Police,
Baltimore City Police and the Maryland State Police Crime Lab made a second arrest in

the on -campus robbery that occur red in Tower B on Monday, March 22, 2010 at 3:30
p.m. Arrested was Jarard Larmarr Nelson, of Chatham Road in Gwynn Oak, MD 21207.

Mr. Nelson was charged with two counts of armed robbery, two counts of first degree
assault and two counts of first degree bu rglary. Mr. Nelson was taken to the Baltimore
County Detention Center. A bond was set at $350,000.

The Towson University Police Department and other university officials have confirmed

that the robbery was a targeted incident. With the TUPD, the Towson Un iversity
Administration has also identified factors related to the incident and will continue to

pursue physical and administrative measures to inhibit a similar act in the future. We

again encourage students to be mindful of their personal safety and to be aware that
Towson University will not tolerate illegal activities taking place on campus.

Arrest made in Towson University robbery

TOWSON, Md. 71 The Towson University Police, assisted by the Baltimore County Police,
Baltimore City Police and the Maryland State Police Crime Lab have made one arrest in
the on -campus robbery that occurred in Tower B on Monday, March 22, 2010 at 3:30
p.m. Arrested was Jerry Young Jr., of Peerless Avenue in Gwynn Oak, MD 21207. Mr.
Young, a commuter student, was charged with two counts of armed robbery, two counts

of first degree assault and two counts of first degree burglary. Mr. Young was taken to

the Ba Itimore County Detention Center. A bond was set at $750,000.

The police are not releasing any details concerning how Mr. Young was identified or any
property recovered.

The Towson University Police Department and other university officials have confirmed

that this was a targeted incident. With the TUPD, the Towson University Administration

has also identified factors related to the incident and will continue to pursue physical

and administrative measures to inhibit a similar act in the future. We again e ncourage
students to be mindful of their personal safety and to be aware that Towson University

will not tolerate illegal activities taking place on campus.

The police are asking that anyone having any information about the robbery and/or the
persons resp onsible for the crime come forward.
