CRIMES OF OPPORTUNITY 

RECENT ON-CAMPUS THEFTS AND BURGLARIES 

 

 

The Towson University Police have identified a number of reported thefts and burglaries from campus 

residential and non-residential areas that may be related.  In several of the crimes a suspect was 

described as a Black Male, appearing to be in his late teens or early twenties, approximately 5’ 06” tall, 

weighing approximately 200 lbs, Black Curly Hair, Brown Eyes, and wearing casual clothing.  The 

suspect appears to be targeting unlocked rooms and/or unsecured and unattended property. 

 

The University Police would like to remind the community to keep valuable property secure at all times 

and never leave valuables unattended.  Purses should be secured in a locked cabinet or closet when 

unattended, even for the briefest of periods.  Residents are strongly urged to keep room and apartment 

doors locked at all times.  Report suspicious activity immediately to the University Police by calling
