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School Library Media News 
 

Awards 

The School Library Media Program recently received a Best Practices Award in Assessment from the University As-

sessment Council for its 2007-2008 Best Practice Learning Goals, Teaching and Learning Strategies, and Assessment 

Methods. In addition, it received full accreditation by the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education 

(NCATE) and American Association of School Librarians (AASL) in the spring of 2008. 

 

New Standards 

AASL unveiled new prek-12 student standards titled, Standards for the 21st-Century Learner in October 2007.  

These standards replace Information Literacy Standards for Students Learning.  These new standards have significant 

impact on the curriculum for prek-12 students.

The ALA/AASL Standards for Initial Programs for School Library Media Specialist Preparation have not changed.   

These are the standards used to access University School Library Media Programs, and the standards Towson Univer-

sity students utilize to in completing their reflective essays for the digital portfolio capstone project. 

 

Portfolio  

The purpose of this digital assessment is to have candidates reflect on the artifacts in the Digital Portfolio in order to 

evaluate whether they have, through their coursework, met the standards of our professional organization and to 

gain information about how candidates plan to apply what they have learned in the School Library Media Program. 

 

The portfolio is introduced to candidates in ISTC 653: the Organization of Knowledge. Web design skills necessary in 

completing the portfolio are introduced in ISTC 541: Foundations of Instructional Technology.  To provide guidance 

to students in completing their portfolios, an online component of the ISTC 789: Practicum Experience is dedicated 

largely to completing the school library media digital portfolio.  Components of this online experience include: 

 

1. Online discussion of each AASL standard and the relationship of each standard to the school library media pro-

gram and experiences as school library media specialists, teachers or other school based positions. 

2. Following the discussion of each standard, candidates write (or refine a statement already begun) a reflection 

statement based on that standard.  The instructor will then provide feedback on the reflection. 

3. This process will occur over the course of a designated practicum. 

 

The most important planning consideration for portfolio is to archive electronic copies of 

your key assessments from the school library media program. Candidates should also con-

sider keeping copies of any outstanding artifacts (lesson plans, instructional materials etc.) 

used in the course of daily teaching experiences that are related to the AASL standards.

Doctoral Graduates 

Beverly Bye, CarolAnn Stevens, and Raymond Wang were hooded for their Doctorates of Education 

at the Winter Commencement ceremony. Congratulations Dr. Bye, Dr. Stevens, and Dr. Wang!  

 

Bye, B. (2008). Evaluation of high fidelity simulation within a health assessment course (Doctoral dissertation, Tow-

son University, 2008). 

The purpose of this quasi-experimental research is to investigate the impact of a high fidelity simulation on knowl-

edge and confidence levels among undergraduate baccalaureate nursing students within a Health Assessment 

course. Today’s healthcare workers are surrounded with the ever-changing technology in addition to high patient 

acuities. The challenge for nurse educators is to prepare nursing graduates not only to perform clinical skills, but to 

be able to integrate theoretical knowledge into the clinical setting at a time when nurse educators are as few as the 

nurses on the patient care units. Clinical sites are becoming limited as the number of practicing nurses on hospital 

units decreases. Moreover, there is a growing shortage of nurse faculty. Due to the decrease in nurse educators and 

limited clinical placements in hospital settings, innovative teaching methodologies to teach clinical and assessment 

skills need to be integrated within nursing programs. The participants in this study were first semester junior level 

nursing students from three baccalaureate level Health Assessment classes. Two classes of approximately 15-20 

students each were exposed to simulation- an actor (standardized patient) or a high fidelity simulator while the third 

group experienced a traditional classroom and lab -not simulation. A pre and post test was designed to measure 

knowledge learned and a survey instrument was used to measure student confidence levels after the learning ex-

perience. It is expected that results will impact the development and integration of innovative teaching modalities for 

nurse educators. 

Stevens, C. (2008). A study of a learner-centered technology professional development series with classroom teach-

ers (Doctoral dissertation, Towson University, 2008). 

Using learner-centered teaching practices can change the state of technology integration in Elementary Schools 

(ES).  A quasi-experimental, pretest/posttest survey was used to identify changes in the use of technology by ES stu-

dents, ES teachers' technology skill, the use of computer technology to meet curricular objectives, and a learner-

centered learning environment during technology professional development to change ES teachers' pedagogy.  In the 

setting of an elementary school in the Baltimore / Washington corridor, twenty-five classroom ES teachers partici-

pated in research that measured: the time that ES teachers used technology with their ES students, ES teachers' tech-

nology skill level, direct instruction with technology, and change of pedagogical practices.  Additional computer lab 

usage data was collected for two years.  Results from both data sources indicated that a learner-centered profes-

sional development series was related to significant changes in time that ES teachers used technology with their ES 

students, ES teachers' technology skill level, and direct instruction with technology.  This study points to the conclu-

sion that job-embedded, learner-centered professional development is an effective way to provide technology pro-

fessional development in an elementary setting.

ISTC 767 Project Used by Towson’s Human Resources Department

While teaching ISTC 767 Advanced Instructional Design in the summer of 2007, Dr. Liyan Song thought it 

would be valuable to include a real-world ISD experience. The Human Resource department at Towson Univer-

sity was able to offer the class a choice of three topics they wanted developed into online training. Kristi Yow-

ell, manager of Training and Development, served as the client along with training specialist Alana Sonenshine. 

The class divided into teams of 3 or 4, and each team selected a topic. 

 

Developing online training for the Hiring and Interview policy was the topic chosen by Donna Safko, Jennifer 

Sanders and Susan Casarez. With only five weeks to produce the finished training, the team moved quickly to 

schedule meetings with both Human Resources and the Equal Employment Opportunity manager – not an easy 

task since many people were out on vacation. They needed to discover what the current policy was, what each 

of the departments hoped the new training would accomplish and who the audience would be. The assignment 

also included choosing an ISD model to follow. Due to the limited time allowance in a summer course, the team 

selected the Layers of Necessity. This model focuses on defining the most important elements to address and 

then expanding based on time and importance. The team had time to add a short video introduction and a few 

Flash learning exercises to the basic instruction. 

 

This February, the team and the ISTC department were notified that the Hiring and Interview module created 

for ISTC 767 had been imported into Captivate, given audio, was uploaded to Blackboard and is currently being 

used by Towson University. 

 

―Learning ISD models is important, but learning to apply them in environments with little money, short dead-

lines and conflicting goals is the real art of being an Instructional Designer,‖ states Donna Safko as she re-

flected on the experience.

Advice for Publishing Course Work in Scholarly Journals - Barbara Blummer 

 

I am a doctoral student in Instructional Technology at Towson University, as well as a librarian for a non-

profit organization. Most of the research papers I publish evolve from my course work. I approach publica-

tion as a three step process that includes locating an editor, modifying the manuscript, and waiting for the 

publisher’s feedback. Careful attention to each step in the process often produces successful publication 

results. 

 

Locating an Editor/Publisher 

The first step in the publishing process centers on identifying an appropriate journal for the paper. I am fortunate in the li-

brary world to have a wide range of publishers that seek scholarly articles, especially professional associations. Haworth Press 

http://www.haworthpress.com/journals/ publishes within a wide range of subject matter and thus, represents a favorite pub-

lisher of mine. To determine the relevance of the paper to the journal, examine the content of previous issues as well as the 

publisher’s website for information on the scope of the journal. In addition, the journal’s website typically contains an 

―instruction to authors‖ section that provides guidelines on the acceptable manuscript style, appropriate length, page format, 

abstract guidelines, as well as submission information. 

 

The journal editor’s name and email address is also posted on the webpage. I use this information to introduce myself, list my 

qualifications and describe my manuscript to gauge their interest in the topic. Foremost, editors value manuscripts that are 

interesting, provide new information supported with evidence, represent firsthand experience, and offer worthwhile advice to 

practitioners. Editors typically respond within a few days with an invitation to submit the paper. If I have been successful pub-

lishing in a particular journal, I often submit further manuscripts if their topics fall within the journal’s scope. Editors appreci-

ate author loyalty. Editors may solicit manuscripts directly from loyal authors when they are preparing special issues. 

 

Modifying the manuscript for publication 

The second step is modifying the paper for publication. One of my initial tasks is changing the paper’s format from the Ameri-

can Psychological Association (APA) style to that favored by the publisher, frequently Chicago author-date system. I also ex-

pand and update the literature review to include more articles relevant to the subject. Ensure that the manuscript is free of 

grammar, spelling, and punctuation errors. I have found that editors prefer manuscripts containing tables and images, 

(especially screen shots) rather than papers that are chiefly text-based. 

 

I strive to enhance the manuscript’s readability by using action verbs, including headings and subheadings. I also follow the 

writing guidelines outlined in The elements of style by William Strunk, first published in 1918. This book is a classic and offers 

a wealth of advice on writing effectively. Lastly, I attempt to list all individuals responsible for authorship including the faculty 

member, if appropriate. It is always good form to discuss your publication plans with the instructor who taught the course. 

They can offer proper guidelines on whether to credit their contributions to the paper. If the faculty member gave significant 

assistance with the paper or provided a unique idea or concept, then list him or her as a second author. 

 

Waiting, revising, and beyond 

The final step in the submission process is waiting for the publisher’s response. Scholarly journals are peer reviewed by at 

least two individuals familiar with the subject matter. This review can take up to six weeks. I often contact the publisher after a 

month to track the progress of the review. Typically editors respond with a conditional acceptance, assuming the author ad-

dresses the editorial review suggestions into the final draft. I incorporate all of the reviewers’ comments clarifying any miscon-

ceptions and resubmit the document prior to the deadline. 

 

In addition to professional recognition, I gain numerous benefits from publishing. First, I enjoy the creative process of writing 

for the scholarly literature. Second, modifying the manuscript increases my understanding of the topic and also enhances my 

writing skills. Third, responding to requests for article information (always check with the publisher first) expands my network 

of colleagues. I have enjoyed success getting my papers published, following the steps I outlined above. I do hope that this 

article has been helpful, and that you can use these tips to get some of your own projects published! 

 



Presenting at SITE 2009 — James Robertson 

The annual SITE (Society for Information Technology & Teacher Education) conference took place at Charleston, SC 

from March 2 to 6. Working with Dr. Sadera, Dr. Song and a fellow doctoral student Nichelle Midon, we prepared a 

full paper titled ―Relationships Between Community and Success in Online Learning‖.  Last year, we presented the 

results of the pilot study in the form of a round table presentation in Las Vegas.  After two years attending the SITE 

conference, I am hopeful I can attend again next year. This is a great conference to learn from the best and the 

brightest in the field.  The only downside is the number of concurrent sessions makes it difficult to select which 

presentation to attend.  

 

 

I learned from the keynote speakers such as Tom Carroll, who talked 

on Pathways to 21st century teaching. Concerned about the turnover 

in teachers, Mr. Carroll provided an exciting speech talking about 

how the teaching profession has to change to survive. He mentions 

one key to this change is learning teams, as opposed to a single 

teacher teaching, in a stand-alone classroom. These learning teams 

can be involved in co-creating learning environments and within 

these learning environments, teachers can develop and even find new 

roles and career paths.  

 

       

In addition to the learning, there was much time for networking and meeting faculty and other students who had 

similar research interests. My dissertation is related to using a virtual environment for learning computer program-

ming, so I sat in on many of the education games and virtual learning environment sessions. I even had the chance 

to have lunch with a person from the University of Vermont who was writing a book on using games in education. I 

attended the Iowa State dinner on Wednesday evening.  As you know this is where Dr. Kenton and Dr. Sadera went to 

graduate school. I heard some interesting stories about these two and met many other doctoral students at other 

schools. It was a great feeling to be part of this group as I was welcomed with open arms. I was referred to as a 

―grand‖ student from Dr. Kenton’s dissertation advisor. I didn’t quite get this at first, but it clicked later. I was a 

―grand‖ student because I was a third generation learner having knowledge passed from Dr. Kenton’s and Dr. 

Sadera’s faculty team at Iowa State. 

 

Overall, this was a great learning experience. Not only did I get a 

chance to work with my faculty and peers to create a paper, I had 

the opportunity to network with other peers working on similar 

research and do all of this in location that was gorgeous and had 

southern treats including boiled peanuts, shrimp and grits, cab-

bage bog and purloo. If you get an opportunity to work with your 

faculty on a paper or presentation – definitely jump at the chance!

Wang, S.R. (2008). Aligning pre-service school library media specialists’ self-assessments with AASL standards 

(Doctoral dissertation, Towson University, 2008). 

This dissertation research investigated the quality of school library media specialist education by examining stu-

dents’ perceptions of the knowledge and skills that they acquired through their school library media specialist edu-

cation programs, as they related to the professional guidelines and the current national standards. The dissertation 

study invited graduate students currently enrolled in two school library media specialist education programs to self-

evaluate their acquired knowledge and skills, in preparation to meet the professional competencies set forth by the 

national accreditation agencies. This goal was accomplished through the development of a self-assessment tool 

based on the AASL Standards for Initial Programs for School Library Media Specialist Preparation. 

The validity of the research instrument was established by a panel of experts currently working in the field of school 

library media education. The reliability of the instrument was established by administrating the assessment instru-

ment to a sample of subjects currently enrolled in school library media specialist education. Using the established 

research instrument, this dissertation study surveyed current students and looked at how they perceived their aca-

demic preparation, in order to meet the AASL competency standards in their present stage of study in school library 

media specialist education. Results indicated that the survey instrument was effective in revealing how students’ 

perceptions changed, as they completed more course work in their school library media specialist program. Several 

recommendations for future research and instructional improvement were also made.   

Assessment in Instructional Technology: 

A Summer Course  
 

This summer, Dr. Liyan Song is offering ISTC 700 ―Assessment in Instructional Technol-

ogy.‖ The course will run from May 26 to July 1. ISTC 700 is a hybrid course, so it will be 

60% online and class meetings.  

 

Dr. Song will help students explore contemporary theories and methodologies of assess-

ment in instructional technology; including terminology and concepts, measurement 

principles and assessment instruments, with emphasis upon assessment of technology 

learning, technology integration, technology attitudes, performance, educational soft-

ware designs and management of technology resource. Its prerequisites are: ISTC 667: 

Instructional Development and ISTC 685: Research in Instructional Development; and it 

is open to all doctoral students and advanced masters students.
