Towson University Department of Art presents Josh Gillen for his MFA Thesis Exhibition: Construction in the Center for the Arts Holtzman MFA Gallery and the Undergraduate Senior Exhibition in the Center for the Arts Gallery located in the Center for the Arts at the corner of Cross Campus and Osler drives. The exhibitions run from Friday, April 25 through Friday, May 16. MFA candidate, Josh Gillen, builds structural objects or environments, as well as creates animals and human forms.  His work integrates wood joints, resembling the living joints of the knee or elbow, which Gillen uses to anthropomorphize wooden objects.  The structural elements suggest his experience as a carpenter’s assistant and are meant to feel like structures for human occupation or use.

The Undergraduate Senior Exhibition includes works from the senior year portfolios and capstone course, Senior Project, by graduating seniors.  Styles and media cover a broad range of artistic explorations from painting, ceramics, digital and mixed media works, to ceramics, sculpture, prints and jewelry and metals.
