Realized in Wood: Contemporary Prints from China

Towson University’s Asian Arts & Culture Center presents Realized in Wood: Contemporary Prints from China in the Center for the Arts Asian Arts Gallery located at the corner of Osler and Cross campus drives, from Thursday, April 10 through Friday, May 16.   A curator’s talk featuring Renee Covalucci, guest curator, and opening reception takes place on Saturday, April 12 from 3-5 p.m. The exhibition, curator’s talk and opening reception are free and open to the public. The exhibit displays a distinctive style of European influenced printmaking from the post- Mao era to the present. It celebrates the artists of the Hebei Province (A northern region) in China, for their technique and succinct expressions of pure creativity. 
In contrast to traditional Chinese woodcuts, which were basically used to print religion scriptures and popular stories, these contemporary works produced by artists educated at the Hebei Art Academy communicate the cultivation of self- expression, as well as, social concern.   Since the Death of Mao Zedong and the fall of Communism in China, a steady departure from the strict standards that confined artists began to occur. No longer was their content defined or their self- expression restricted.   The new ideas and themes explored by the Hebei Province printmakers during the past two decades never would have been allowed under Maoist rule and as a result has led the way for increased individual style.

Curator Renee Covalucci spent three years working to bring Chinese printmakers to the United States.  Covalucci, a former high school teacher and adjunct instructor at The Art Institute of Boston, lived in China during 2001 to study with printmaker Dong Jiansheng, learning his craft and the history of the social realist movement in China.
