  Staying the Course


Towson University’s Department of Art is presents artists Margo Allman and Judith Ingram:  Staying The Course in the Center for the Arts Gallery located at the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives Wednesday, March 14 through Saturday, April 19 (closed for Spring Break March 16-23).    Artists Margo Allman and Judith Ingram came to age as professional artists in the 1950s at a time when it was difficult for women to achieve success as professionals and to combine a career and family.  They are now 75 and 80 years of age, respectively, and continue to work in mixed materials, in two and three dimensions.  Both artists create in an abstract idiom and continue to develop and explore. The opening reception is Thursday, March 13, from 7:30 - 9 p.m.  The exhibition and reception are free and open to the public.                  

Margo Allman studied at Smith College, the Moore College of Art and Design, the Hans Hofmann School of Art, and the University of Delaware.  She received a Moore Distinguished Alumnae award and has been active in a number of arts organizations.   She has shown her work at the Vonderau Museum in Germany, the Delaware Art Museum, and at various galleries and public spaces in the United States and abroad.   Her work is represented in the collections of the Delaware Art Museum, the Philadelphia Museum of Art and numerous private and corporate collections.

Judith Ingram studied at the Philadelphia College of Art, today known as the University of the Arts, and at the Wallingford Community Center in Pennsylvania.  She was a founding member of MUSE Gallery in Philadelphia and a past member of the executive council of the American Color Print Society and a past secretary for the Philadelphia Artists Equity Board of Directors. She has given workshops at Arrowmont and Haystack.  Her work has been exhibited at the Tokyo Central Museum of the Arts in Japan and the Smithsonian Museum in Washington D.C.  It is represented in the collections of the National Museum for Women in the Arts, the Philadelphia Museum of Art, and the Delaware Art Museum, as well as numerous private and corporate collections. 

The exhibition and opening reception coincides with the lecture by artist Judy Pfaff and the opening for the April Wood:  A Consuming Desire MFA Thesis Exhibition all located in the Center for the Arts galleries.
