Towson University Department of Theatre Arts presents Noises Off by Michael Frayn on Friday and Saturday, March 7 and 8, 8 p.m., Saturday and Sunday, March 8 and 9, 2 p.m. and Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, March 11, 12 and 13, 7:30 p.m. in the Center for the Arts Mainstage Theatre located on the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives.   The cast includes Towson University students Ryan Alrey, Lindsey Nixon, Drew Hann, Renee Rogers, Emily Hill, Jonathan Scheffernacker, Kelly Lyons, Robert Harris and Chris Kinslow.    Technical staff includes Peter Wray, director, Daniel Ettinger, scenic designer, Wendy Deitz and Catherine Abbott, costume designer and Justin VanHassel, lighting designer.

Playwrite Michael Frayn plays on the concept of a play within a play, in this case a dreadful sex comedy entitled Nothing On—the type of play in which young girls run about in their underwear, old men drop their trousers, and many doors continually open and shut. Nothing On is set in "a delightful 16th-century mill" that has been converted to a modern dwelling for which renters are solicited; the fictional playwright is appropriately named Robin Housemonger. Each of the three acts of Noises Off contains a performance of the first act of Nothing On.   Much of the comedy emerges from the subtle variations in each version as off-stage chaos affects on-stage performance, with a great deal of slapstick.

Peter Wray is an associate professor of theatre, and  professional actor and director. He received his M.F.A. in directing from Penn State after having worked professionally for 15 years as a director, actor, stage manager and teacher. Born and raised in Wilmington, Del., he attended the University of Delaware where he studied communications. He received his B.F.A. in acting/directing from the University of New Mexico.  Wray was resident director with Gretna Theatre, artistic associate and director with Foundation Theatre, assistant to the producing director at The People's Light and Theatre Company, and literary reader for Actors Theatre of Louisville. He co-founded Mum Puppettheatre a street theatre group in the medieval tradition, and Harrington Theatre Arts Company a student run company at the University of Delaware. A member of Actors' Equity Association, he has worked onstage with Wilma Theater, Walnut Street Theatre, Philadelphia Festival Theatre for New Plays, The People's Light and Theatre Company, Gretna Theatre and Foundation Theatre. Since moving to the Baltimore area, Wray has worked with Rep Stage, The Bay Theatre Company and Maryland Institute College of Art. Wray was an instructor with Penn State's School of Theatre, the Performing Arts School of Philadelphia, Walnut Street Theatre School, and Open Stage of Harrisburg. He helped establish and co-directed the education program at Gretna Theatre in Pennsylvania and was an adjunct professor of theatre with Burlington College in New Jersey.
