The band quickly become Eskelin's main working group described as "one of the finest units in progressive jazz" by Downbeat Magazine. The group has been recording regularly for the legendary Swiss label hatHUT.   The group's recorded output consists of Jazz Trash, One Great Day..., Kulak 29 & 30, Five Other Pieces (+2),  Ramifications, The Secret Museum, 12 (+1) Imaginary Views, Arcanum Moderne and Ten. The band tours regularly in the United States, Canada and Europe having performed hundreds of concerts. Eskelin released a video tour diary on DVD titled On the Road with Ellery Eskelin w/Andrea Parkins & Jim Black containing music and behind the scenes footage.  Eskelin holds a degree in music from Towson University.
