The Towson University Department of Music presents Cantos De España, Friday, December 7, 8:15 p.m. in the Center for the Arts Recital Hall located at the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives.     Music faculty Leneida Crawford and Troy King present a program of Spanish songs for voice and guitar spanning four centuries. The program features Siete Canciones populares Españolas by Manuel de Falla; Con que la lavare by Narvaez; Canciones Españolas Antiguas by Andalusian poet and playwright Federico Garcia Lorca; Six Seguidillas by Fernando Sor and Two Villancicos by Rodrigo including Pastorico Santo (Holy Shepherd Boy) and Copillas de Belen (Carols of Bethlehem).
Leneida Crawford, mezzo-soprano, made her Carnegie Hall debut in Mozart’s Coronation Mass conducted by John Rutter.   She has appeared as a soloist at the Meyerhoff Symphony Hall with the Baltimore Choral Arts Society, Kennedy Center with The Paul Hill Chorale, Washington Oratorio Society and The Choral Arts Society of Washington.  In addition, she has performed with the Fairfax Symphony, the Handel Choir of Baltimore, the Virginia Chamber Orchestra and the Smithsonian Chamber Players.  Crawford has appeared with the Santa Fe Opera and at New York’s Lincoln Center with The National Chorale and Musica Sacra. In addition, she has been a featured

performer with the Smithsonian Chamber Music Society, the Maryland Handel Festival and the Virginia Chamber Orchestra. Crawford has performed internationally in the Philippines, Austria and Mexico.  She is an associate professor of voice at Towson University and a guest artist and faculty member of the Fairbanks Summer Arts Festival.  

Troy King regularly performs concerts throughout the United States, Europe, and Latin America. He has been heard on the BBC and frequently on National Public Radio in both the United States and Spain. King has been a soloist with orchestras across the country and has performed in chamber music recitals with the San Luis String Quartet and with musicians from the Colorado and Baltimore Symphony Orchestras.   King has made appearances including guest artist recitals at the Interlochen Arts Festival, the Charlton Kings International Guitar Festival, the Portland Guitar Festival and multiple appearances as guest artist/teacher/lecturer at the Summer Guitar Workshop in New Mexico. His recordings include Musique de Salon: Classical Guitar Music for a New Belle Epoque, released on the IGW label, and on Minnesota Public Radio's New Releases with Michael Barone.  King won first prize at the Fifth Portland Guitar Festival International Guitar Competition. Other honors include first prizes at the Lamont Chamber Music Competition and the Montpelier Recitalist Competition, and being a finalist in the IV Manuel Ponce International Guitar Competition in Mexico City.   He holds degrees from the Cleveland Institute of Music and the University of Denver. He lives in Baltimore, Maryland, where he teaches classical guitar and guitar ensemble at Towson University and the University of  Md.,Baltimore County.
