The lecture is free and open to the public.   
Rod McCormick is a professor at The University of the Arts in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. He teaches jewelry, metal-smithing and 3D computer modeling and is former chair of the crafts department. He is the lead faculty member in charge of the Digital Forge, the UArts 3D printing and laser scanning lab. He received his B.F.A. from Tyler School of Art and his M.F.A. from Rhode Island School of Design. He is the recipient of fellowship grants from the Pennsylvania Council on the Arts and the National Endowment for the Arts. His work ranges from jewelry to functional objects to sculpture. Most recently he has been investigating the use of computers for the design and production of 3D objects. In 2007 his jewelry made using the UArts EnvisionTEC Perfactory 3D printer was part of Virtual / Tangible v2.0: An Exhibition of Digital Works by Jewelers and Meta-Smiths at Velvet da Vinci Gallery in San Francisco, and Pins for Men at Facèré Jewelry Art Gallery in Seattle.
