Operamania!  An Evening of Opera Scenes
Towson University presents Operamania!  An Evening of Opera Scenes, Saturday, December 1 at 8:15 p.m. and Sunday, December 2 at 2 p.m. in the Center for the Arts Harold J. Kaplan Concert Hall located at the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives. The students of the Music for the Stage present selected opera scenes and arias in original languages including Mozart’s operas most familiar arias, duets and scenes from Le Nozze di Figaro, Cosi fan tutte, Idomeneo, La Clemenza di Tito and an extended scene from Don Giovanni.  The famous trio finale from Strauss’ Die Rosenkavalier will also be programmed.  American opera works include selections from Copland’s The Tender Land,  Mechem’s Tartuffe  and Sondheim’s Sweeney Todd.  All works in foreign languages will be presented with projected sur-titles.  Phillip A. Collister serves as stage and musical director with R. Timothy McReynolds, assistant musical director and pianist.   
Phillip Collister is an assistant professor of voice at Towson University,  where he teaches private voice, vocal literature and pedagogy.  He has directed and conducted numerous operas, chamber operas and musicals including Mahagonny Songspiel, The Marriage of Figaro, The Old Maid and Thief, Riders to the Sea, Little Shop of Horrors and The Fantastiks.  He is an active solo performer and has performed with the Maryland Handel Festival, The Chesapeake Chorale, and the Towson University Symphony.  Collister is a guest artist of the opera faculty for the Fairbanks Alaska Summer Arts Festival,  where he serves as conductor and vocal coach.

Pianist R. Timothy McReynolds is the full-time principal art song coach on the faculty of the University of  Maryland School of Music, as well as the music director of Towson University’s Music for the Stage.  He has participated as vocal coach/pianist for the Washington National Opera’s Opera Institute and the Aspen Music Festival.  He was Instructor of piano at American University in Washington, D.C., and Loyola College of Maryland, where he remains as pianist for the vocal master class series.   McReynolds received his B.M. from Indiana University, M.M. from the University of Michigan, and completed his D.M.A. at the University of Maryland.  He has toured internationally with Columbia Artists, and has given concerts, cabarets, and master classes in Mexico, Germany, Austria and the United States.
