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Towson University presents Pro Musica Rara, artists-in-residence at the Center for the Arts for a concert Quintessential Mozart, Sunday, November 11, at 3:30 p.m. in the Center for the Arts Recital Hall located at the corner of Osler and Cross Campus drives.  The program features Mozart’s String Quintet in D Major, K. 593; Beethoven’s Quintet in E-flat Major, Op. 4 and Schubert’s String Trio in B-flat major. Guest artist  David Miller, viola, joins PMR musicians  Daniela Pierson, violin, Sharon Pineo Myer, viola; and Allen Whear, cello.  
Founded in 1974, Pro Musica Rara specializes in music written between 1650 and 1850 which is considered baroque and early classical. Performers play on period instruments using techniques and stylistic approaches as they existed at the time the music was written. 
Artistic director and cellist Allen Whear is associate principal cellist of Tafelmusik Baroque orchestra. He has performed with leading ensembles such as the Smithsonian Chamber Players and Musica Antiqua Köln, and performs annually in the Carmel Bach Festival, where he is also recital director. An active recording artist, he has been involved in more than 60 projects, on such labels as Sony, BMG, and Naxos. A graduate of the New England Conservatory and the Juilliard School, he studied baroque cello in Amsterdam and holds a doctorate from Rutgers University.

David Miller holds an undergraduate arts degree from Oberlin College and a graduate music degree in viola from the Juilliard School.  He is a founding member of the Classical Quartet, the Red Cedar Trio, the Haydn Baryton Trio, the Bach Ensemble and Concert Royal, as well as guest artist with the Mozartean Players and Helicon.  Miller has served as principal violist for numerous Baroque and Classical orchestras including the Boston Early Music Festival, the Handel & Haydn Society, the New York Collegium and the American Classical Orchestra.  He has appeared at summer festivals including Mostly Mozart at Lincoln Center; Tanglewood; the Festival of Perth, Australia; the Lufthansa Festival of London; and the Esterhazy Palace in Eisenstadt, Austria.  His many recordings of solo and chamber works can be heard on Centaur, Decca, Dorian, EMI, Fleur de Son Classics, Harmonia Mundi, the Metropolitan Museum of Art and the Smithsonian Collection of Recordings, among others.  Miller has taught viola at Princeton University and also at the Akademie fur Alte Musik in Brixen, Italy.
Daniela Giulia Pierson, baroque violin, performs throughout the Northeast in recital and with early music ensembles. She’s a regular member of Tempesta di Mare and has played with New Trinity Baroque, Early Music New York, Harmonious Blacksmith, Clarion Music Society, New York Collegium, Gotham Chamber Opera, Concert Royal and at the Magnolia Baroque and Newburyport Festivals.   Pierson attended Mannes College of Music and the University of Pennsylvania.   

Sharon Pineo Myer was raised in Central America and began viola studies at the age of 13 in Costa Rica. She attended Oberlin for two years and transferred to and graduated from Juilliard.  A member of the Baltimore Symphony Orchestra Myer can also be heard with Pro Musica Rara and other area chamber music groups as well as with the Choral Arts Society.
