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UNIVERSITY CURRICULUM COMMITTEE

February 22, 2010

Because the University was closed on February 8, the meeting was rescheduled until Monday, February 22.

1) Review of Minutes of December 14, 2009: Professor Faulkner moved and Professor Parr seconded that they be approved. It passed unanimously.

Note:  The following changes were approved at the October meeting subject to revisions.  These are the revisions.
2) Proposed Changes in the combined e-Business and Business Administration (Marketing) major of the Business Administration Major: Professor Faulkner moved and Professor Turner seconded that the motion be tabled. Motion passed with 5 in favor and 1 abstaining

Note:  The following changes were approved at the November meeting subject to revisions.  These are the revisions.
3) Proposed Changes in the Business Administration major – Marketing Concentration of the Business Administration Major: Professor Faulkner moved and Professor Turner seconded that the motion be tabled. Motion passed with 5 in favor and 1 abstaining

4) Proposed new Health Education Programs—The School Health-Teacher Education Concentration; the Community Health Education Concentration; and, A Dural Community/School Health Concentration—Sharon Buchbinder, Health Science Department: The Public Health Track will remain as such; the Community Health Concentration has changed wording. Giordani moved and Faulkner seconded that this be approved—Passed 6 - 0; Professor Buchbinder could not speak to the other changes and they were tabled after  Giordani so moved and Turner seconded.

5) Proposed Change from Focus Areas to Tracks in the Allied Health Program – Nadine S. Braunstein, Allied Health Program: Miller moved and Parr seconded that this be tabled; Passed 6 – 0.

6) Proposed Change in name of Classical Studies Minor in Interdisciplinary Studies – James E. Dilisio and Allaire Stallsmith: The name of the minor will change to Ancient Mediterranean Studies. A specific set of courses is listed for the minor; these courses need to be listed as choices for next year and go through the curriculum process. Faulkner moved and Giordani seconded that this change be approved; it passed 6 – 0.

7) Proposed addition of an Individually Designed Thematic Option Minor in the Interdisciplinary Studies Program - James E. DiLisio; While we have had an individually designed thematic option major, there has been no minor. This will allow one. Miller moved and Faulkner seconded approval; passed 6 – 0.

8) Proposed replacement of HIST 324 with GEOG 461 in the Latin American Studies Program – James E. DiLisio: HIST 324 has not been offered in years; there is a new faculty member who can teach GEOG 461. Denniston moved and Turner seconded approval; passed 6 – 0.

9) Proposed addition of a Combined Bachelor’s in English and Master’s in Humanities in the English Department --  George Hahn: This would be an accelerated bachelors/masters program—one that transfer students could do—a kind-of 3 -2 program. Faulkner moved and Parr seconded that it be approved subject to one change on page 3. Passed 6 – 0.

10) Bob Giordani discussing MHEC definitions: If a program has 25 credits or more, it MUST go to MHEC as a concentration. There are some murky issues:

Art has a series of tracks; MHEC has said they would be concentrations

EMF has concentrations that were not approved by MHEC (4 tracks were approved initially in 1999)

10 departments have tracks of 25+ credits

We can call a program with 24 or fewer credits whatever we want; we have tracks as small as 12 credits

What about the certificates of MKTG in MCOM or PR in MKTG? If MHEC has a definition, may we continue to call them certificates?


11) Jay Zimmerman discussing four paragraphs added to the Senate bylaws. The Senate approved the new by-laws.
