UNIVERSITY CURRICULUM COMMITTEE

Minutes of Monday, March 8, 2010 Meeting

Meeting called to order at 3:35

Present: Bertling Disclafani, Denniston, Faulkner, Fowler, Gasparich, Giordani, Laurence, Miller, Parr, Turner, Woods, Zimmerman

Turner moved and Parr seconded that the Minutes of the February 22 meeting be approved. Passed 6 – 0 – 1.

Professor Cox came to discuss the Public Health track in the Health Science major. This track would better prepare students for careers; the variability in credit count is because the Statistics course might be either 3 or 4 credits. Laurence moved and Parr seconded that the track, which has more than 24 credits, be approved in principle with the caveat that the department seek MHEC approval as a concentration or let us know which courses they will remove if they want to keep it as a track with 24 credits or fewer.

1) Discussion of the definition of a track: Mr. Giordani discussed the history of the definitions as interpreted by MHEC. In the last 5 years, the interpretation has changed. MHEC now wants EMF to change its tracks to concentrations. It seems that 25 credits is the magic number to create a concentration.

The complication is that MHEC has approved 3 concentrations of 21 credits in BUAD and 4 tracks of 39 credits in EMF, so the new request is a reversal. 

Denniston moved and Giordani seconded the following definition of a track:
A track is a sequential arrangement of courses representing a specialized area of study within a program. A track requires between 18 and 24 units; 2/3 of the units should be unique to that track and distinguish it from the major, a concentration or another track. No course can be common to all tracks and concentrations within a major.  A track will appear on the student’s transcript as a Sub-Plan upon graduation.

Motion passed 9 – 0 – 0.

2) Discussion of Certificates: The Certificate in MKTG in the Mass Communications major does not adhere to the MHEC definition. Zimmerman moved and Faulkner seconded that Giordani resolve the issue with Professor Stump.
