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UNIVERSITY CURRICULUM COMMITTEE

December 12, 2011


Present: Professor Caronna, Professor Cockey, Professor Faulkner, Ms. Fowler, Mr. Giordani, Professor Haines, Professor Johnson, Professor Lee, Dean McGinn, Mr. McKusick (Director of Academic Advising), Ms. Miller, Ms. Nolan, Ms. Ready (Provost’s Office Liaison), Ms. Sweeney, Professor Zimmerman

Professor Zimmerman convened the meeting at 3:35.

1) Review of Minutes of November 14, 2011: Professor Haines moved and Ms. Sweeney seconded the motion that the minutes be approved as corrected. Motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

2) Election of a new University Curriculum Committee Secretary: Ms. Ready volunteered and so no election was necessary since no one else stepped forward.

3) Proposed Program Changes to the Acting Track from the Department of Theatre Arts – Professor Tom Cascella and Professor Tom Casciero: The Department of Theatre Arts proposed that they eliminate the Acting Track in the BA/BS program and replace it with a BFA in Acting as suggested by NAST, their accrediting agency. It was pointed out that THEA 311 should read THEA 317 in the proposal. If a current student were to choose the BFA (possibly available in 2013), he or she would need to so the CORE Curriculum as well. Ms. Miller moved and Ms. Sweeney seconded the motion that these changes and new program be approved subject to MHEC approval. The motion carried 8 – 0 – 1. 

4) Proposed Changes to the Major in the Department of Chemistry – Dr. Richard Preisler: The Chemistry Department is concerned about the number of repeated courses in the major, which makes it difficult to predict number of necessary spaces. Professor Faulkner moved and Professor Haines seconded the motion to consider this proposal as well as the next in FCHEM together and that they be approved. Motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

5) Proposed Changes to the Major in Forensic Chemistry in the Department of Chemistry – Dr. Richard Preisler: Approved. See #4.

6) Proposed Program Changes from the Department of Computer and Information Sciences – Dr. Dierbach: The accrediting agency suggested that students have more practical experiences, and they suggested changes in requirements and prerequisites. Ms. Sweeney moved to accept the changes; Professor Cockey seconded the motion, which carried 8 – 0 – 1.

7) Proposed Changes to the Computer Science Major in the Department of Computer and Information Sciences – Dr. Dierbach: The department wishes to add more courses and change some required courses (add ITEC 250, ITEC 274 and ITEC 336). Ms. Miller moved and Ms. Sweeney seconded the motion to approve, which carried 8 – 0 – 1.

8) Proposed Changes to the Computer Science Major with Security Track in the Department of Computer and Information Sciences – Dr. Dierbach: These changes would mirror the ones in #6. There was discussion about the correct credit count and language (GenEd/CORE). Professor Caronna moved and Professor Cockey seconded the motion that the changes be approved subject to the corrections in credit count and language. The motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

9) Proposed Changes to the Major in Psychology from the Department of Psychology – Dr. Craig Johnson: The Psychology Department proposes to bring in Community College courses as lower-level equivalents of upper-level courses and require students to take a different course in the same category. Professor Faulkner moved and Professor Haines seconded the motion to approve the changes; the motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

10) Proposed Program Changes from the Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies – Dr.Wolfgang Fuchs: The department proposes to increase the number of credits required for the major from 33 to 35 but to count PHIL 101. Professor Faulkner moved and Ms. Fowler seconded the motion to approve; motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

11) Proposed Program Changes to Private lessons in the Department of Music – Dr. James Anthony: The department proposes changes in the Private Lesson component for Percussion majors in the Jazz/Performance track. Mr. Giordani moved and Professor Faulkner seconded the motion that this be approved. The motion carried 8 – 0 – 1.

12) A motion to approve the revision to the Forms A, B, C, D – Mr. Giordani: In the quest to clarify the forms and make them easier to convert to an online format, a subcommittee has been working on changes to these forms. Forms A and B were discussed at this meeting. Signatures will be done by the fact that the proper person had to click to submit the form; The computer can block continuation of the process if items are not attached in the proper places. While anyone can access the form, only the department can start the process. Dean McGinn moved and Professor Faulkner seconded the motion to approve the forms conditional upon changes being made). The motion carried 9 – 0 – 0.

13) A motion to approve a new Form E – Dr. Aileen Trainer: This was not discussed.
