Minutes


Present: Bertling Disclafani, Denniston, Faulkner, Gasparich, Giordani, Herring, Lee, Miller, Turner, Woods, Zimmerman

Professor Zimmerman called the meeting to order at 3:31 pm.

1) Review of Minutes of November 9, 2009. Professor Faulkner moved and Ms. Woods seconded their adoption; motion passed 7-0-0.

2) Mr. Giordani updated the committee on the latest from MHEC about the difference between a track and a concentration. Essentially, a track is internal and has 24 or fewer substantially different credits; a concentration requires MHEC approval and has 25 or more credits.

The changes in the Art + Design, Art History, Art Education were handled in one batch (#s 3 – 9): the essence is that there will be a BFA in Art and a BS/BA in Art. The BS/BA will consist of 60 credits, and the 2nd-level foundation courses will be used to screen students into the BFA; the BFA will then add an additional 21 units.

The changes, after a failed vote to table (2-4-1—Prof. Faulkner moved; Prof. Turner seconded) passed—Prof. Gasparich moved; Prof. Lee seconded 4-3-0.

No one represented the department, but Mr. Giordani explained the proposed changes After a motion to table the proposals failed (2-4-1), the committee voted to accept numbers 3 – 9 in a 4–3 vote

3) Proposed Changes to the Web+Interactive Media Design Track BS/BA (60 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

4) Proposed Changes to the Web+Interactive Media Design Track BFA (81 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

5) Proposed Changes to the Digital Art and Design BFA Track of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

6) Proposed Changes to the Graphic Design Track BS/BA (60 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

7) Proposed Changes to the Graphic Design Track BFA (81 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

8) Proposed Changes to the Photo Imaging Track BS/BA (60 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

9) Proposed Changes to the Photo Imaging Track BFA (81 Units) of the Art Major – Professor Jean Miller

10) Proposed Changes to Minors in the Department of Foreign Languages – Professor John McLucas: German will require 6 credits of electives in the upper level, and Italian will require 9. The competency credits (in which students who pass with a C or better a language beyond the 101-level receive up to 6 credits for courses they skipped) will be eliminated. Prof. Faulkner moved to approve; Prof. Gasparich seconded. Motion passed 7-0-0/

11) Proposed Changes to Programs of the Department of the Sociology/Anthropology Major – Professor Sam Collins: After having no changes for 10 years, the department felt that both the changes in the fields and the expertise of the current faculty dictated changes. Statistics will no longer be required in Anthropology; some elective courses were dropped. Questions arose about whether other affected departments were notified. Professor Collins will forward the letters from the departments. Prof. Faulkner moved to approve; Ms. Woods seconded; motion passed 7-0-0.

12) Proposed Changes in the combined Business Administration and Computer Information Major of the Business Administration Major – Tom Basuray, represented by Prof. Harris: This request is rescinded at this time.

13) Proposed Changes in the combined e-Business and Business Administration (Marketing) major of the Business Administration Major – Tom Basuray, represented by Professor Stump. Changes approved in October, 2008, did not include MKTG431, which the department would like to include.

14) Proposed Changes in the Business Administration major – Finance Concentration of the Business Administration Major – Tom Basuray, represented by Professor Harris. This request is rescinded at this time.

15) Proposed Changes in the Business Administration major – Marketing Concentration of the Business Administration Major – Tom Basuray, represented by Professor Stump. The list of electives will include MKTG431 and 451 (one of which is required) as well as MKTG494—Study Abroad. 

16) Proposed Changes in the Marketing Certificate Program of the Business Administration Major – Tom Basuray, represented by Prof. Stump. The request is to eliminate MKTG345 from the certificate. Other course options remain.

Items 13, 15 and 16 were considered as a block. Prof. Gasparich moved and Prof. Turner seconded approving them subject to clean copies’ being submitted. Motion passed 6-0-1.

Note:  Items 17 – 19 the proposed changes were approved at the November meeting subject to revisions, these are the revisions.

17) Proposed Changes to the Management Concentration of the Business Administration Major – Professor Tom Basuray, represented by Prof. Harris

18) Proposed Changes to the International Business Concentration of the Business Administration  of the Business Administration Major – Professor Tom Basuray, represented by Prof. Harris

19) Proposed Changes to the Human Resource Management Track of the Business Administration Major – Professor Tom Basuray, represented Harris.

Items 17 – 19 all involved rescinding the changes to the core approved in November but keeping changes to the electives. Prof. Faulkner moved to approve subject to clean copies; Ms. Woods seconded; motion passed 7-0-0.

20) Proposed Changes to the Mathematics Minor with an Elementary Education Major of the Mathematics Department – Professor Raouf Boules. The department requests that MATH 265 be required in lieu of 267 [since 265 is a prerequisite for 267 (or should be)] and also that some upper-level courses that have not been taught in some time be dropped. Mr. Giordani moved that the changes be approved; Prof. Gasparich seconded. Motion passed 7-0-0.

21) Proposed Changes to the Film/Video/Digital Media Track of the Electronic Media and Film Major – Professor Greg Faller, represented by Prof. Turner. The proposal to add PHIL330 to the two tracks involving Film was approved by a 7-0-0 vote after a motion by Ms. Bertling Disclafani and a second by Assoc. Provost Denniston.

22) Proposed Changes to the Bylaws – Professor Jay Zimmerman. The Bylaws of the Senate are confusing and, in fact, wrong in the statement on composition of standing committees. Prof. Zimmerman is waiting for Prof. Sullivan to update. Meanwhile. Prof. Zimmerman suggested adding four additional paragraphs to make the reporting committees part of the standard faculty election cycle. Ms. Miller moved and Ms. Woods seconded adding paragraphs 3 – 6 to the Bylaws of the Senate; motion passed 7-0-0. Paragraphs 1 and 2 will be discussed at the February meeting.
