Number of Award Recipients
The number of annual awards is variable, depending on available funding.  Awards may be given in Spring Semester only, or in both Spring and Fall Semesters, depending on funding.
 
Eligibility
Candidates must be History majors who will be enrolled at Towson University during the award period, and of junior or rising senior status.

Selection Criteria
The selection committee will consider candidates’ GPA; GPA in History; the difficulty of courses completed (ratio of under division to lower division courses); recommendation of History faculty member; membership in Phi Alpha Theta; leadership in Phi Alpha Theta; participation in Phi Alpha Theta conferences; participation in the Mary Catherine Kahl conference; papers published or accepted for publication in the Phi Alpha Theta journal or in other historical publications; awards, grants, or honors; community service; service work; and all other activities tending to demonstrate intellectual accomplishment in history, strength of character, and maturity.

Application Deadlines:   Spring Semester – March 1; Fall Semester – October 15.
