The Honors College at Towson University is a unique community where our most talented students achieve their academic potential. You’ll be 
encouraged to develop your interests, cultivate your talents and achieve excellence in academics, research, service and individual development. 
You’ll also have the opportunity to live and learn with your peers, as you explore the possibilities of what you want to become. 

Admission to the Honors College is highly selective. Honors College students make up less than 10 percent of the incoming freshman class, and 
the 700 active honors students represent about 5 percent of all undergraduate students at Towson University. Freshmen admitted to the Honors 
College for fall 2008 had an average SAT R score of 1883 (1248 verbal and math only) and an average weighted high school GPA of 3.89. All 
new freshman and transfer students admitted to the Honors College receive a renewable scholarship between $1,000 and $3,000 per year in 
addition to any other scholarships and grants they may receive. Current Towson University students are not guaranteed scholarships if admitted, 
but will be considered for a limited number of $1,000 awards.

Honors College Admission Criteria:

New freshman applicants: Most Honors College students enter as freshmen during the fall term. All students must complete this application 
to be considered for admission to the Honors College. Applicants are guaranteed admission if they meet both of the following criteria:

n  Unweighted GPA of 3.70 or greater on a 4.00 scale
n  Score of 1800 or greater on the SAT R

Students who meet only one of these criteria are strongly encouraged to apply, and may be admitted after a more comprehensive review that 
focuses on course selection and the rigor of the high school curriculum, as well as extra-curricular activities and a well-written, thoughtful essay. 

New transfer applicants: Transfer students who have completed two or more semesters in college must have a minimum 3.50 college GPA 
for consideration. Transfer applicants with only one semester of college grades may apply with less than a 3.50 GPA and have their high school 
record and SAT scores considered as well. Students enrolled in an honors program at their current institution receive special consideration for 
admission. Transfer students may have a maximum of 6 honors units (in addition to 3 units of Honors English) credited toward their 24-unit 
honors requirements at Towson University.

Current Towson University students: Current TU students who apply will be considered after final grades are posted in the term they apply.  
Students with less than a 3.50 cumulative GPA or more than 60 completed course units will not be considered.

q  Essay: Write a 2–3 page (typed and double spaced) essay that describes your interest in the Honors College and how you plan to contribute 	
	 to the mission and vision of the Honors College. Please include any additional information you would like us to consider in evaluating 		
	 your application.

q  	SAT: Make sure you have had your most recent SAT scores sent to Towson University by ETS. You may substitute ACT scores if you have not 	
	 taken the SAT.

Applicant Agreement: I understand that failure to give complete and accurate information on this application will result in cancellation of 
this application or dismissal from the Honors College if I am enrolled.
