This issue of the TU DATA JOURNAL spans the five year interval from Fall 1999-2003. Here are some highlights for Fall 2003:
17,188 students enrolled for Fall 2003: of those, 81% were undergraduates and 19% were graduate students

Of the undergraduates, 86% attended full-time and 61% were women

Among the graduate students, 75% attended part-time and 75% were women

1,753 degree-seeking new freshmen enrolled full-time

African-Americans comprised 11.1% of the total enrolled population, 9.2% of the first-time, full-time degree-
seeking new freshmen, 9.9% of the undergraduate population and 16.2% of the graduate population

Among the undergraduates with declared majors, the programs with the highest percentages of students
were business administration, elementary education, mass communication, psychology and biology

The Class of 2002 earned 2,717 bachelor degrees, 712 master degrees, 59 post-baccalaureate certificates
and 8 post-master certificates
