Lesson Preparation:
The required preparation may vary from student to student; however, each individual is expected to practice a minimum of one hour per day, but between two and three (or more) is ideal.

Course Objectives:
*Develop the fundamentals of brass performance (technique, breath control, intonation, sound production, etc.) to an artistic level.


*Acquire an extensive interpretive knowledge of all styles (Renaissance, Baroque, Classic, Romantic, and Twentieth Century/Modern, including the performance of viable commercial idioms).


*Apply this interpretive knowledge in the execution of the orchestral, solo, and chamber music repertoire for the trumpet.


*Perform a variety of solo literature with the purpose of developing performance skills and professional-level stage presence, self confidence, and musical independence. Students will also develop an individual solo repertoire in various styles that may be performed at any time.


*Become versed on the business skills necessary to function as a trumpet performer in a variety of professional and semi-professional settings. 

*At least every two years music lessons and master classes will address prevention of performance injuries and health for performers.
Course Content:
Lesson assignments are divided into five areas: orchestral excerpts/transposition, etudes, solos, technical exercises, and other (specific exercises designed to improve fundamentals in brass performance. Individual master classes are devoted to specific topics designed in meeting the course objectives. Each student is required to perform a solo with accompaniment in the jury. During one semester only may a significant unaccompanied solo be performed (this cannot be during the semester of a double jury). This solo must also be performed at a student recital, master class, or another venue with prior approval by your instructor. Failure to do so may result in not passing the course. Only university excused absences will be accepted for not performing the solo. In consultation with each student, an appropriate solo will be selected early enough to allow ample time to find an accompanist.

Piano Accompanists:
Students are responsible for securing their own piano accompanists. A list of qualified pianists is available from Dr. Engelke. Maintaining a professional relationship with accompanists is critical and includes contacting a pianist well in advance of a performance, providing scores early enough so that music can be studied, and rehearsing with the accompanist before a lesson.

Attendance Policy:
Attendance is mandatory. After the first unexcused absence, a student’s grade will be lowered one letter grade for each succeeding absence. Being late twice constitutes one absence. This policy is effective for master classes as well as lessons, and the university policy regarding excused absences will be enforced. Particularly for lessons, any absences should be cleared twenty-four hours in advance or earlier if possible.

Scales:
A thorough command of all major and minor scales is mandatory for passing the double jury required to move to the junior level. Specific requirements are listed with Proficiency Levels.

Recital Attendance:
Students are required to attend all on-campus student trumpet recitals, faculty and guest artist brass recitals, and brass ensemble concerts. Trumpet students are expected to work together in a collegial atmosphere. Supporting each other at recitals is critical. Additionally, amassing knowledge of the basic repertoire and refining one’s own artistic expression necessitates hearing other performances. Students are also expected to regularly attend off-campus events such as performances by the Baltimore Symphony, National Symphony, Washington Symphonic Brass, and various chamber groups and soloists, and listen to recordings by internationally recognized artists. Success as a musician is contingent on a proactive approach to learning in conjunction with deliberate practice.
Course Repetition:
Towson University prohibits the repetition of a course more than once (when a course is failed). A petition must be filed directly with the university before a student enrolls in any course more than twice.
