WING-CHUN WONG ESSAY PRIZE

The Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies of Towson University is pleased to announce the Wing-Chun Wong Essay Prize. The Prize was established in  honor  of Dr. Wong by his family. It will continue to be awarded annually. Dr. Wong taught in the Department until his untimely death in the Summer of 2001. His area of expertise was in the philosophy of Immanuel Kant. He also had interests in the philosophy of science, philosophy of mathematics, logic, metaphysics, and Chinese Buddhist idealism. He was admired by students and his colleagues for his devotion to teaching. 
Students are invited to submit a sample of their best scholarly work on any philosophical topic. The recipient of the Prize will be determined by a committee of faculty members in the Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies. The paper submitted should have a minimum of 2500 words.

The deadline for submissions is March 1st and the recipient will be announced on March 31st each year. The recipient will receive the sum of $400 paid as credit on their Towson University account, and will present his or her paper to faculty and students at a Philosophy Forum. 

The competition is open to majors in the Department of Philosophy and Religious Studies at Towson University.
