Everyone had to go around the room to acquire an education, employment, banking, and housing. People were put into jail at discretion. Based on what appeared on your card, the moderators at the tables judged you. If you were a white male on the sticker, we treated you with incredible hospitality. However, if you were lower on the privilege ladder, we treated you like less of a person. This activity may have seemed frustrating to many of you, and we may have seemed intentionally scathing. However, these frustrations are experienced by real people that do not have much privilege. We seemed harsh (I assure you that we are kind people in reality) because we wanted everyone to have a taste of what it's like for people that do not have much privilege, and for you to evaluate your own.
